Welcome to the District 11 SkillsUSA Championships

The Championships begin at the local level, where both individuals and teams of students at each career and technical school compete in hands-on occupational and leadership contests.  Local winners advance through district and state competitions with the ultimate goal of representing Pennsylvania at the National SkillsUSA Championships in Kansas City, Missouri.

The District 11 SkillsUSA Championships is the second level of competition for students from the five career and technical schools in Lehigh, Monroe, Northampton, and Upper Bucks counties.  The contests are developed, organized, and judged by industry professionals according to expected competencies of entry-level workers.  The district level 2011 SkillsUSA Championships hosted over 400 students who competed in 51 skill and leadership contests.  
District 11 SkillsUSA Championships Goals

· To create a public showcase highlighting the skills that students receive in local career and


technical programs, along with the career opportunities that exist in the region for individuals 
with technical skills
· To promote partnerships in the region between career and technical schools, businesses, and the community at-large
· To showcase local companies/businesses and the support they provide to career and technical students
· To create greater visibility for SkillsUSA, the SkillsUSA Council and its members, and career and technical education
Special Features of the 2012 District 11 SkillsUSA Championships

· The “Showcase of Skills” will be held at the Agri~Plex in the Allentown Fairgrounds
· 33 of 51 total competitions make up the “Showcase of Skills”

· Competitions are open to the public – approximately 1,000 people attend the Showcase each year

· The competition floor is divided into career clusters (i.e. – the Construction Series includes carpentry, residential plumbing, etc.)

· Leadership Series competitions will be held at the Best Western Conference Center in Bethlehem                                       
· 12 of 51 total competitions make up the Leadership Series

· The remaining competitions will be held at businesses across the Lehigh Valley, with a few at area career and technical schools
